Dorothy's father \'las 
on that same · tx:ip with a bag; full of coal he was taking out to 
interest potential coal investors. That was the last time he was 
in Alaska ·(Dorothy's father). Dorothy never saw him again, and 
she and her sister were left destitute and with h~s bills to pay. 
She was 18 at the time and her sister was only about 15. "Florence 
and I managed somehow," Dorothy teaching piano every afternoon.
