Reel 2 opens with talk about wood supply and how Charley
keeps ahead of the supply, his saws, etc. ;

Describes cabin again...l4 ft by 18 ft. approximately.
Took in 800 pounds of gear. Plane had to land3/4 mile from cabin
pecause ice on slough was not thick enough to hold plane (nearer
cabin). It took Charley about three days to get.gear packed to
the cabin. The first to go was the perishables...potatoes, onions,
carrots, etc. Then he set out to find a moose. That happened

three days after arrival. Gutted andhung moose, Cut up and took it - -

back to cabin and cache...three days packing the moose meat.

Lardy asks about locations for different animals, line
cabins, etc. Four line cabins, two in foothills in the White
Mountains. Martin usually are found high in the hills. Main
cabin near the mink and beaver.

Charley observes that the extreme cold this winter forced
the fox and lynx up the hills. .

Some years he has a "spoke wheeled pattern" away from main cabin.
One section of this year's line was‘nine miles away. Charley
walked that in one day (total of 18 miles). '

Temperatures this winter? Did not take a thermometer. Forgot -
it. Figured temperatures at Beaver Creek abhout 10 to 15 degrees ;
colder than in Fairbhanks (from former pvatterns). Tested the cold

by stepping outside the cabin and "if your -breath jumped back at . .
