Thank you for your letter asking for clarification on the restrictions
regarding use of the public radio o0il spill tape recordings. This
letter outlines our restrictions in more detail, and supersedes our
letter to Sherry Taber dated September 18, 1989.

KTOO FM & TV acted as coordinator for several different producers on
this project, including National Public Radio, the Alaska Public Radio
Network, KCHU in Valdez, KSKA in Anchorage, and our own station. It was
our original intent that the tapes not circulate outside of the
libraries. However, I believe the following terms will be acceptable
to all of the producers:
