For this reason, speakers will be invited
to review their recording before giving final approval for use in the Jukebox.

Second: This release form insures that the partners involved inr gathering these
recordings, the Sitka Tribe of Alaska, the University of Alaska Fairbanks Oral History
program, and the National Park Service, are entitled to use the final, speaker-approved
recordings for non-commercial educational pm'pos&, inclhiding the Sitka National
Historical Park Jukebox preject.

Copies of the Jukebox CD-ROM will be provided to the Sitka Tribe of Alaska and the
National Park Service. Additional copies may be made available to schoois, libraries ond
interested organizations. . Only the speaker-approved versions of the interviews will be

preserved. The recordings will be kept at Sitka Tribe of Alaska, the University of Alaska

Fairbanks archive, and Sitka National Historical Park. Each of these organizations may
m>ke the recordings available for non-commercial, educational purposes according to
established policies. Broadcast or-use for commercial purpeses is not permitted without
written permission from Sitka Tribe of Alaska and National Park Service.
